What is WEYA?

World Event Young Artists (WEYA) is the first of its kind and will take place in the cultural city of Nottingham, England in September 2012.

This global event will showcase a selection of the best international creative talent, across a spectrum of art forms, in one city, providing an opportunity for 1000 artists from 120 nations to join together and share their creativity on an international platform.

The World Event will be a chance for international exchange on a global scale, bringing the city to life; it is as much about intercultural dialogue across political borders as it is about the practice of young artists. This unique combination of factors will ensure an unforgettable experience for all who take part and its audiences. Its public programme and web resources will offer space for collaborative development, workshops, debates and symposiums across a mixture of structured and informal settings.

Artists will take part in workshops and symposiums which will be delivered by an exciting range of creative individuals and artform specialists, exclusively tailored for young artists of the 21st century.

This once in a lifetime event will thrive on discussion and collaboration with like minded artistic talents from across the globe and aims to encourage future partnerships.

Where will my artworks be placed in Nottingham?

Artworks will be carefully curated by the curators from WEYA and placed in 8 venues which will work in accordance to the proposal and the venue. All 8 venues selected in Nottingham resonate a strong historical and contemporary influence. 

The venues are:

Nottingham Contemporary – One of the largest and most ambitious contemporary art spaces in the UK. Designed by Caruso St John, it brings international art to an iconic building in the city centre. It opened on 14 November 2009.

Lakeside – The University of Nottingham's public arts centre and museum presenting an eclectic programme of music, dance, theatre, visual art and family events. With two excellent cafés and craft cabinets selling original works by leading craftmakers, Lakeside is the ideal place to unwind and experience the best in visual and performing arts.

Broadway – A four screen independent cinema in the centre of Nottingham that shows the best films from around the world. It also regularly programmes live music and digital art in its very popular Cafebar.  It was recently voted one of the Top 10 cinemas in the world by Total Film magazine.

Nottingham Castle – A magnificent 17th century ducal mansion built on the site of a medieval castle. The Long Gallery houses a permanent display, including works by Rossetti and Dame Laura Knight. Nottingham Castle also hosts an exciting temporary exhibition programme featuring works by internationally-renowned artists and home-grown talents.

Wollaton Hall – Wollaton Hall and Deer Park is one of the country’s finest Grade One listed Elizabethan mansions, set within 500 acres of beautiful parkland. The Yard Gallery at Wollaton Hall hosts visual arts exhibitions throughout the year.

Nottingham Trent University – One of the largest and most popular universities in the UK. Its School of Art and Design - one of nine academic schools - is a thriving multi-cultural community of students situated in the heart of Nottingham and has a world-renowned reputation for creative excellence.

The Royal Centre – The Theatre Royal and Royal Concert Hall Nottingham are two of the UK’s most prestigious touring venues. The diverse programme of events includes internationally renowned orchestras, the highest quality ballet, opera and theatre touring companies alongside West End musicals, stand-up comedy, rock and pop plus a wide range of community projects.

New Art Exchange – An award-winning contemporary art gallery based in the heart of Nottingham. It is the largest facility of its kind outside of London, with a focus on African, African Caribbean and Asian art. Designed by Hawkins Brown, the striking new building is based in Hyson Green - a multi-cultural city heartland that is home to many artists.

How to SUBMIT?

World Event Young Artists 2012 (WEYA) is the very first event of its kind. In September 2012 WEYA will showcase a selection of the best creative talents from across the globe, bringing 1,000 artists aged 18 to 30 together in one city – Nottingham. The festival programme will stretch across artforms, from live music to dance performances, theatrical installations to spoken word, film to visual arts exhibitions and gastronomic events.

SCYA seeks applications from only Singaporean artists in these disciplines: FILM, VISUAL ART & SPOKEN WORD POERTY who have exciting EXISTING works to share and are open to experiencing the intercultural dialogues that this festival will provide. 

Hosted by UK Young Artists, WEYA will programme this dynamic, international festival throughout world-class venues and alternative spaces across the city for ten days (7 –16 September 2012). 

Individual & Collective/Groups aged 18-30 can submit to this open call. Only Singaporeans local or abroad are allowed to submit. 
NOTE: We only accept electronic submission.

2) Complete list of film/artwork/spoken word poetry details to be filled in the form attached. Please select the form accordingly. 

3) Up to 5 images (72dpi, 800 x 600 pixels) per visual artwork. 

4) HD video clips, where applicable, in .mkv, .mov, .avi and .mp4 formats.
5) Detailed resume containing Artist contact information and exhibition listings.

6) Biography/Artist Statement.

7) Photo of Artist (For publicity purpose).

8) Press Clippings (If Any).

9) Links to your website, projects, videos, etc.

Artists will also gain networking opportunities and experience overseas exposure. 

Artists selected will be announced on all SCYA’s platform as well as on WEYA’s platform. 

Any last information?

Selected Artists will be asked to sign an agreement that will detail conditions of participation. Artists selected will be given an official letter from SCYA & WEYA to apply for travel funding to Notthingham, UK. In the event that the travel grant is not awarded to the selected artist, the artwork will still travel and be shown. 

Once Artists are in UK, WEYA will provide accommodation, transport & food. Any personal allowance will be bore by the Artist themselves. 

SCYA will facilitate the gathering of all selected artists from Changi Airport, SG to Heathrow Airport, SG. 

SCYA is the Partner management of WEYA for the Singapore location.
